Still on the old ‘sentiers des Douaniers’ (border patrol path) go along the coast and

region around the Mont is mostly flat, at first glance the 
bay is nothing more than a sandy marsh, covered by the 
sea depending on the tide. 

Originally this Mount was just a huge rock on which the 
church builders used the most imaginative techniques to 
erect what is now a masterpiece listed by the UNESCO 
amongst the ten monuments in the world to be protected.

beauty, the original flora, the thousands of birds that nest 
or fly through the bay.
