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Itinerary

Day 1 | Arrival at Dijon. This town, capital of Burgundy region is easily reached by 
train from Paris. Your centrally located hotel makes visiting the sites easy this 
afternoon/evening. You can explore the old city, the beautiful palace of the dukes of 
Burgundy in which is housed the Art museum; also see the Ste Benigne’s cathedral. 

Night in 3 star hotel. Orientation at 6pm; and then dinner on your own. 

Day 2 | You continue exploring Dijon in the morning and then transfer by taxi to 
start hiking to Gevrey Chambertin. You will enter the vineyards of Côtes de Nuits 
and check out the wine, the village is the only one that produces rose wine ! Pass 

the oldest church of the region before arriving at Gevrey-Chambertin. In the village, 
there is an interesting 10th century castle with an old vaulted wine cellar. Night and 
dinner in 3 star hotel. (B,D) Hiking about 15 km.

Day 3 | Gevrey to Nuit St Georges (14 km). You leave the village of Gevrey and go 

through Grand Cru vineyards, walking to Chambolle Musigny, at the beginning of a 
narrow valley heading to the Chateau de Clos Vougeot. Built by the monks 700 
years ago, it is well worth a visit. Continguing you come to famous names like La 
Romanée, Romanée-Conti, Richebourg, La Tâche… and finally Nuits Saint Georges, 

the largest village in this area, and worth a visit as well. Night in 3 star hotel just 
outside the town (B,D)

Day 4 | Nuit St Georges– Beaune (17 km). Today’s walk takes you uphill, past 

This hiking tour of Burgundy is the perfect combination of 
Bourgogne's most important treasured assets: wine, 
cuisine, and heritage. You will walk along your tour through 

vines south to the vineyards of Cotes de Nuit and then on 
to Beaune. Tiny villages, manor farms, and millhouses, 
exquisite parish churches are the rural ambiance among 
the vines. The hiking starts in Dijon which is easily 

accessible from Paris. Following the Burgundy Wine Route 
or "Route du Vin," famous since the Gallo-roman era, the 
trails run through the heart of Gevrey-Chambertin, Clos -
Vougeot, and finishes in Beaune - the capital of Burgundy

and you enjoy beautiful views across the valley. Descending down again, you begin 
the Côtes de Beaune. You go past the village of Savigny les Beaune on your right 
and continue your walk to white wine vineyards and then Beaune, the undisputed 
wine capital of Burgundy and a lovely town to explore. Night in 3 star centrally 

located hotel, dinner on your own in town. (B)

Day 5 | Visit of Beaune, no hiking today: This town is well worth a day to explore 
the sites. The Hotel-Dieu or Hospice de Beaune was founded in 1433 to come to 
assistance of the region’s needy. The central courtyard is noted for its glazed-tile 

roof that contrasts with the austere façade. You can visit Notre Dame, the hotel des 
Ducs de Bourgogne that houses the wine museum and a collection of presses and 
tour the ramparts of the town built in 12th century. Same hotel, and gastronomic 
dinner in a local restaurant. (B,D) Optional services and activities can be arranged 

including private driver, walking circuit of the town, cooking classes, bike rental, and 
more.

Day 6 | Departure after breakfast. Additional nights can be arranged. (B)
